the lightness of the forehand and the engagement of the hindquarters
originating in a lively impulsion and the acceptance of the bridle with-
out any tenseness or resistance.

Obstacles-Cones Driving: At the sound of the whistle, each competitor
will have one minute to pass between the start gates. Timing will start
when the nose of the Pony / Horse passes the start gates. The competi-
tor will then proceed to drive through up to 20 consecutively numbered
pairs of cones, in numerical order and then through the finish gates
where timing will be stopped. Each pair of cones will be reset to give
each Training entry 40 cm of clearance and each Preliminary entry 35
cm of clearance over the wheel base of their vehicle. Scoring is done on
a low total time basis with the minimum of knocked down balls. See
ADS Rulebook Chapter IV.
